“Using less water will leave the rivers healthier and better able to support the wildlife we 
all enjoy. Hungerford residents could also save money on metered water and energy bills 
at the same time.” 
 
People living in Marlborough, Hungerford and all the surrounding villages can Get 
Waterfit for 2015. The water supplies in these areas all come from the River Kennet and 
every drop of water saved is a drop left in the river.
